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General Information

Geographical Features

Location

The Sultanate of Oman occupies the South-Eastern corner
of the Arabian Peninsula and is located between Latitudes

16" 40°and 26" 20 North and Longitudes 51° 50 and 59’

40" East. It has a coastal line extending almost 3165 kms.,
from the Strait of Hormuz in the North to the borders of the
Republic of Yemen, overlooking three seas; the Arabian
Gulf, Oman Sea and the Arabian Sea.

The Sultanate is bordered to Western South by the Republic
of Yemen and the West by the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia
and by the UAE to the North and West.

Area

The total area of the Sultanate of Oman is 309.5 thousand
sq. kms., and it is the Third largest country in the Arabian
Peninsula.

Topography

The Sultanate is composed of varying topographic areas
consisting of plains, wadis and mountains. The most
important area is the plain overlooking the Oman Sea and
the Arabian Sea with an area of about 3% of the total. The
mountain ranges occupy about 15% of the total, the most
important of which are ‘Al Hajr’, extending in the form of
an arch from Ras Musandam in the North to Ras Al-Had
and Al Qara’ in the South Western corner of Oman. The
remaining area is mainly sand and desert which includes
part of Ar Rub Al-Khali occupying about 82% of the total
area.

Climate

The climate differs from one area to another, it is hot and
humid in the coastal areas in summer, hot and dry in the
interior with the exception of higher mountains, which
enjoy a moderate climate throughout the year. The climate
of the Dhofar Governorate is also moderate. Generally, the
Sultanate has little and irregular rains. though heavy rains
fall at times with the exception of Dhofar Governorate
where heavy and regular rains fall between June and
October because of monsoons.

Administrative Regions

As per the Royal Decree No. 114/2011 issued on 26th
October 2011, Sultanate of Oman is divided into eleven
Governorates.

Muscat Governorate
The Governorate consists of Six Wilayats: Muscat, Mutrah,
Al Amrat, Bawshar, As Seeb and Qurayyat.

Main Towns
Muscat

This is the capital of the Sultanate of Oman and hous of
Governorate and headquarters of the State’s administrative
apparatus of the State, where Al-Alaam Palace is located
and a few of the Government Offices. It is an old city
and enjoys a strategic location. Muscat is full of historical
monuments. The most famous are: Al-Jalali and Al-Mirani
Forts.

Mutrah

A historical and busy trade centre, and includes Mina
Sultan Qaboos, the main port in the Sultanate of Oman.

Bawshar

This is a new town where various Government Offices and
other organizations are located. It has the largest sports
complex and the Royal Hospital, the biggest hospital in
the Sultanate.

As Seeb

As Seeb is an ancient town with a number of farms and is
a summer resort. Muscat International Airport is located
here.

Dhofar Governorate

The Governorate consists of the Ten Wilayats : Salalah,
Thumrayt, Taqah, Mirbat, Sadah, Rakhyut, Dalkut,
Mugshin, Shalim Wa Juzor Al Hallaniyat and Al Mazuna.
This area occupies nearly one third of the Sultanate’s
total area and is one of the very few areas in the Arabian
Peninsula with a wide range of topographic variations. It
includes many historical monuments and cities such as
Sumharam Port and the graves of Prophet Ayoub and Hood.
Its people are engaged in agriculture activities and fishing.
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Main Towns
Salalah

The Regional Center of the Governorate and it is located
at the Arabian Sea coast, where a large number of farms
especially with coconut trees are found. It has a central
administrative office with Directorates and Departments
of all the ministries in Muscat in addition to Salalah Civil
Airport.

Taqah

Taqah is also located on the coast, East of Salalah, at a
distance of 45 kms. and is an old historical city.

Raysut

This lies in the West of Salalah with Mina Salalah the
second largest port in the Sultanate of Oman occupying a
prominent location. Most of the population is engaged in
agriculture and fishing and Raysut is famous for its dried
sardines.

Musandam Governorate

The Governorate consists of Four Wilayats : Khasab,
Bukha, Daba and Madha. This area is located in the northern
most part of the Sultanate of Oman and is separated from
the rest of Oman by part of the United Ararb Emirates It
has rough mountains reaching a height of 1800 metres
above sea level and which jut into the Straits of Hormuz.

Main Towns
Khasab

This is the a regional centre of the Musandam Governorate.
It has taken its name from the fertility of its soil and it has
a port (Khasab port). It is famous for its forts, the most
important of which are Khasab Fort and Castle.

Bukha
The most prominent features of this town are the port and

the fishing Harbour. Its coasts are famous for their black
turtles and coral reefs.

Al Buraimi Governorate

Al Buraimi Governorate consists of three wilayats: Al
Buraimi, Mahdhah and Al Sinainah. Governorate of Al
Buraimi which is situated in the North West corner of the
Sultanate of Oman, adjacent to the borders with UAE.
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Main Towns

Al Buraimi

Is the regional center of the Governorate. It hase a number
of historic forts and houses. Its main forts are al Khandaq,
wich has been adopet as the emblem of the Wilayat,
And Al Hillah Fort. Both these forts have recently been
restored by the Ministry of National Heritage and Culture.
There are also several other forts, including the forts of
al Fayyadh, Hafeet and Wadi al Jizze. The most famous
historic house in the Wilayat is Bait Bahr. Buraimi’s
villages are watered by 49 falajes. Much of the rest of the
wilayat is sandy desert.

Ad Dakhliyah Governorate

The Governorate consists of nine Wilayats : Nizwa,
Jabal Al-Akhdhar, Bahla, Manah, Al Hamra, Adam,
Izki, Samail and BidBid. This is a central plateau running
from Jabel Al Akhdar in the north towards the desert in
the South. It is bordered on the West by Adh Dhahirah
and on the east by Ash Sharqiyah. There are four main
Valleys; Al-Abyadh, Halfein, Bahla and Samail. Samail
and Al-Halfein together form a natural gap in the Al-Hajar
mountain range, providing a traditional route between
Muscat and the Ad Dakhliyah Region.

Main Towns
Nizwa

The regional center of the Ad Dakhliyah Governorate, at
a distance of 180 kms. from Muscat. It is famous for its
historical features, the most important of which are the
Nizwa Fort and the Daris Falaj, the largest Falaj in Oman.
The Falaj provides irrigation facilities for cultivation of
dates, lemon, mango, sugarcane and others.

Bahla

Bahla is an old historical town at a distance of 210 kms.
from Muscat and is famous for its walls, castles and the
Jabrin Fort in addition to its reputation for handicraft
industries such as pottery.

Samail

This lies around half way between Muscat and Nizwa i.e.
85 kms. from Muscat and 75 kms. from Nizwa. It is very
famous for its date farms and handloom cottage industires.
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Al Batinah North Governorate

The Governorate consists of six Wilayats : Sohar, Shinas,
Liwa, Saham, Al khaburah and As Suwayq.

Main Towns
Sohar

Sohar is the Governorate Center of the North Part of Al
Batinah North Governorate, and it is a well developed
town with activities such as construction, industry, trade
and agriculture. It is also famous for copper mining.
Al-Shamma Fort repersents one of its famous historical

inheritance.

Al Batinah South Governorate

The Governorate consists of six Al Rustaq, Al Awabi.
Nakhal, Wadi Al maawil, Barka, Al Musanah

Main Towns
Ar Rustaq

Ar Rustaq is the Governorate Center of the South Part of
Al Batinah South Governorate, and it is surrounded by Al
Hajar Al Gharby mountain range from three directions and
is at a distance of around 160 kms. from Muscat. It is
famous for its historical buildings such as Al Hazm and Ar
Rustaq Castles, besides Ain Al-Kasfa with its hot mineral
springs and dates processing factory.

Ash - Sharqiyah South Governorate

The consists of the five Wilayats Sur, Al Kamil wa al Wafi,
Jaalan bani bu Hassan asan, Jaalan bani bu Ali, Masirah.

Main Towns
Sur

Is One of the Governorate center of the Ash Sharqiyah
Governorate and it is an ancient town famous for its ship
building, and is well known in the Indian Ocean since
centuries. The people of this town are sailors and some of
them are engaged in handicraft industries (Boat Building)
and agriculture. It has a number of Falajs and Forts.

Ash - Sharqiyah North Governorate

The Governorate consists of the seven Wilayats : Ibra, Al
Mudaybi, Bidiyah, Al Qabil, Wadi bani Khalid, Dima
wa at Taiyyin and Sinaw.
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Main Towns
Ibra

The Second regional center of the Governorate and it
is considered as the centre of the area and is famous for
agriculture and trade activities. It is an ancient city with a
number of forts and old mosques and lies around 180 kms.
from Muscat.

Adh Dhahirah Governorate

The Governorate consists of Three Wilyats : Ibri, Yanqul
and Dank. This Governorate is a semi-desert plain sloping
from the Southern wings of Al Hajr Al Gharby in the
direction of Ar Rub Al-Khali. It is separated from Al
Dakhliyah Governorate by Al Kur Mountain to the East,
it joins the Ar Rub Al Khali from the West and Al Wusta
Governorate from the South.

Main Towns
Ibri

Is one of the regional center of the Adh Dhahirah
Governorate and it has a historical city embracing a
number of Castles, Forts and Towers and is famous for its
various falajs and farms. It lies approximately 350 kms.
from Muscat.

Al Wusta Governorate

The Governorate consists of Four Wilayats : Hayma,
Mahawt, Ad Dugm and Al Jazir. It is characterized by
its abundant oil and fisheries resources, which constitute
the major export commodities of the Sultanate of Oman.
Fishing

and animal husbandary are the main occupation of its
population.

The Governorate is also characterized by its unique and special
environment, in particular The Arabian Oryx sanctuary
with a total area of 2824.3 thousand sq. Km. and which
was registered in the International heritage registery.

Main Towns

Hayma

Is One of the Governorate center of the Al Wusta
Governorate and it is commercial centre which is located
on the highway connecting Muscat with Salalah.

Wadi Say - Ad Dugm

The Second regional center of the Governorate and it is
coastal town. Most of its population depend on fisheries
for living.

Haj - Muhut

It is the most populous town in the Governorate, and
famous for fisheries.

Introduction

This section witnessed a change in presenting the data of
climate tables in this year compared to previous years,
where this section presents the most important indicators
of the climate in the Sultanate of Oman, such as average
temperatures, average humidity, average wind speed
and total rainfall by weather ground stations for each
governorate.

The main data sources for this section are the weather
ground stations in various parts of Sultanate of Oman.

Sources of Data

- Civil Aviation Authority.

Main Results

*  The average maximum temperature in the Sultanate of
Oman in 2025 was around 34.1°C, while the average
minimum temperature was about 21.1°C.

* The highest average temperatures recorded at the
governorate level in the Sultanate of Oman were in Al
Buraimi and Al Dhahirah Governorates, at 38.1°C and
38.4°C respectively in July 2025.

*  The average maximum humidity in the Sultanate of
Oman in 2025 was 66.4%, compared to 72.0% in the
previous year.

*  Dhofar Governorate registered the highest average
humidity level among the governorates of the
Sultanate of Oman, amounting to 95.0%, attributable
to the influence of the Khareef season experienced by
the governorate during the year 2025.

*  Rainfall amounts in the Sultanate of Oman recorded
a decrease of 79.0% in 2025, reaching 414.2 mm
compared to 1,974.1 mm in the previous year.

e 168.6 mm was the recorded rainfall in August 2025,
being the month with the highest rainfall rates of the
year, while the lowest amount was recorded in January
at about 0.2 mm.

. The highest amount of rainfall recorded at the
governorate level in the Sultanate of Oman was in
Musandam Governorate / Khasab Port Station with
97.0 mm in December 2025.

5.4 million was the total population of the Sultanate of
Oman in 2025, increased by 91.5 thousand compared
to the previous year.

The sex ratio for Omanis in 2025 was 101 male per
100 female, while it reached 284 male per 100 female
for the expatriates in the Sultanate of Oman in 2025.

77.5 year was the life expectancy at birth for Omanis
in 2025.

The total fertility rate for Omani women was 2.8 births
per woman, compared to 0.7 births for expatriate
women.

The crude birth rate among Omanis in 2025 was 20.8
births per thousand of the population, compared to
21.2 births per thousand of the population in 2024.

The population density in the Sultanate of Oman
increased to 17.3 person per km2 in 2025 compared
to 17.0 person per km2 the previous year. The
highest population density was recorded in Muscat
Governorate with 383.1 person per km2.

The highest Wilayat in terms of Expatriate population
was Bawshar with about 347.5 thousand people
in 2025.

326 thousand acres is the total cultivated area in the
Sultanate of Oman, with an increase of 4.5% in 2025
compared to the previous year.

fodder crops had the highest percentage of total
cultivated area during 2025 with 38.8% followed by
vegetables crops with about 29.7%.

Main Results

* 3.7% was the increase in the total electricity production
in the Sultanate of Oman in 2025 compared to the
previous year, with a total production of 50.9 thousand

gigawatts/hour.

*  8.1% was the increase in the installed capacity power

station in 2025 compared to the previous year.

Al Batinah North and South governorates had
40.5% of the total installed capacity power station
in the Sultanate of Oman in 2025, followed by Ash
Sharqiyah North and South governorates by 17.4%.

*  6.8% was the increase in the total electric power
consumed in the Sultanate of Oman in 2025 compared
to the previous year, to reach 45.0 thousand gigawatts/
hour.

*  41.4% of the total electricity consumption in the
Sultanate of Oman in 2025 was classified as household
consumption, while around 27.0% was commercial

consumption.

*  2.5% was the increase in the government electricity
consumption in 2025 compared to the previous year,

to reach 5.4 thousand gigawatts/hour.

e 1.5 million is the total number of -electricity
connections in the Sultanate of Oman in 2025, with an

increase of 3.1% compared to the previous year.
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30.9% of the electricity connections in the Sultanate of

Oman at the end of 2025 were in Muscat governorate.

The governorate of AL Batinah South had the highest
growth rate in the number of electricity connections
in 2025 by 16.3%.

2.3% was the decrease in the total production of water

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Introduction

This section highlights the most important foreign trade
indicators in the Sultanate of Oman, including trade
exchange, commodity exports and imports and the
distribution of each by commodity group and country, and
the balance of payments.

The commodity classification used in the foreign trade
data is the harmonized system adopted in Sultanate of
Oman since 1987, in addition to the SITC revision (4)
for international comparisons. Commodity values are
estimated in Omani Rial based on the (C.LF) value for
imports (i.e. the cost of transport, insurance and freight
of goods to the custom points in Oman) and (F.O.B) for
exports and re-exports.

*  3.2% was the decrease in the trade exchange in 2025
compared to the previous year, reaching RO 40
billion.

¢« 2 RO billion was the decrease in the trade balance in
2025 reaching nearly 6 RO billion, compared to 8 RO
billion in 2024.

*  7.1% was the decrease in the total value of commodity
exports in 2025 compared to the previous year, and
the value of imports increased by 2.7% during the
same year.

*  62.4% was the oil and gas contribution to the total
exports in the Sultanate of Oman in 2025 compared to
68.3% in the previous year.

¢ 3 RO billion was the decrease in the total value of oil
Omani exports in 2025 compared to the previous year.

*  7.5% was the non- oil and gas contribution to the total
exports in the Sultanate of Oman in 2025 compared to
the previous year, reaching 7 RO billion.

* 87.7% of the incoming goods to the Sultanate of
Oman in 2025 were imported through seaports, 12.2%
through land checkpoints, and 0.1% through airports.

*  6.7% was the increase in the traffic of goods imported
through seaports in 2025, totaling 45 million tons,
compared to 42 million tons during the previous year.

2025 were through Sohar Port, while Salalah Port
contributed by 8.5% of the total goods.

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Introduction

This section highlights the most important indicators of
national accounts, notably gross domestic product (GDP),
production account, commodities and services account,
domestic and national savings, and gross fixed capital
formation.

The Sultanate of Oman applied the new system of National
Accounts (SNA) approved by the United Nations Bureau
of Statistics and the United Nations Economic and Social
Council in 2008. The new system adopted 2018 as a new
base year for (SNA) in Oman instead of 2010. In addition to
implementing the new international standards, the National
Center for Statistics and Information has implemented the
International Standard Industrial Classification for all
economic activities, the (fourth revision) and the second
version of the classification of products.

The system has been applied in the Sultanate of Oman to
prepare a series of national accounts for the period 2010-
2021 to calculate production accounts and calculate income
generation according to international recommendations.

Economic Growth at Constant Prices for 2023
and 2024:

- Oman's economy grows by 1.4% in 2023 and 1.6% in 2024
amid global economic slowdown and varied performance
across Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) countries

Oman’s economy recorded a growth rate of 1.4% at
constant prices in 2023 (according to definitive estimates),
followed by a slight acceleration in the growth rate to reach
1.6% in 2024 (preliminary estimates). This performance
reflects relative stability in the Omani economy compared
to some GCC economies that were affected by oil price
fluctuations and production cuts under the "OPEC+"

agreements.
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- Slowdown in Oil Activities despite an increase in natural
gas production

Oil activities recorded a slight growth of 0.1% at constant
prices in 2023, before declining by 2.7% in 2024. This
decline is mainly attributed to the reduction in crude
oil production as part of Oman’s commitments under
the “OPEC+” agreements. The average daily crude oil
production decreased by 5.3%, reaching 992.6 thousand
barrels per day in 2024, compared to 1,048.7 thousand
barrels per day in 2023. In contrast, natural gas production
increased by 4.8%, with Oman’s total production of
natural gas (both associated and non-associated gas)
reaching approximately 56.5 million cubic meters in 2024,
compared to 53.9 million cubic meters in 2023.

- Non-Oil activities grow by 2.3% in 2023 and 3.5% in
2024

Non-oil activities recorded a growth rate of 2.3% in 2023,
with an acceleration to 3.5% in 2024. This development
reflects improved performance across several industrial
and service activities that form the base of economic
diversification in the Sultanate of Oman. In 2024, growth
was primarily driven by the exceptional performance of
manufacturing activities, particularly the refined petroleum
products industry, which recorded strong growth of 52.7%
compared to 11.6% in 2023. Additionally, the chemical
industries rebounded from a contraction of 1.5% in 2023
to achieve 6.0% growth in 2024. Other manufacturing
industries also grew by 3.9% after shrinking by 3.7%
in 2023. In the services sector, the transport and storage
sector — considered a relatively significant activity —
contributed notably to non-oil growth, rising by 4.0% in
2024 compared to 2.8% in 2023. The electricity and water
supply activity also achieved growth of 6.6% in 2024.
Despite a decline in the hotels and restaurants activity by
3.3% in 2024 after a 6.0% increase in 2023, the rest of
the service sectors maintained relative stability, such as the
telecommunications and information services activities,
which grew by 1.7%. In agriculture, the activity recorded a
growth rate of 3.7%, while the fishing continued its strong
performance, achieving 11.8% growth in 2024, up from
4.0% in 2023.
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- Divergent trends in final demand components during
2023 and 2024

In terms of final demand, merchandise and services
exports at constant prices recorded a growth of 9.1% in
2024, compared to an increase of 2.9% in 2023. In contrast,
imports rose by 9.7% in 2024, up from 2.0% in 2023. As
a result, the growth rate of net external trade in goods and
services reached 7.7% in 2024, after standing at 4.9% in
2023. On the other hand, gross fixed capital formation
increased by 7.1% in 2024, showing an acceleration
compared to the 2.4% growth recorded in 2023. Final
consumption grew by 3.2% in 2024, compared to 5.0%
in 2023.

e 8.7% was the increase in the total bank credit in 2025,
totaling RO 35.3 billion compared to RO 32.5 billion

in the previous year.

* RO 26 billion was the total domestic liquidity (broad
money supply (M2)) in 2025, with an increase of

6.1% compared to the previous year.

* 5.1% was the increase in the narrow money supply
(M1) in 2025 totaling RO 7.4 billion compared to RO

7.1 billion in the previous year.

e Personal loans accounted for 35.6% of conventional

banks credit for economic activities in 2025.

* RO 151 million was the total value of loans granted by
Oman Housing Bank in 2025, with an increase by R.O

4.6 thousand compared to the previous year.

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Introduction

This section deals with Consumer Price Index (CPI) in the
Sultanate of Oman - according to the different commodity
categories - and Producer Price Index (PPI) according to
the various economic activities.

The modified Laspeyre coefficient is the aggregate price
index weighted by the base year quantities, was used to
calculate both CPI and PPI in the Sultanate.

The base year of CPI was updated to be 2018 instead of
2012 previously approved while the base year of PPI is
also 2018 instead of 2007.

The prices of goods and services for CPI are collected on
a monthly and quarterly basis automatically for a sample
of commercial enterprises and leased housing units. The
price collection process covers 56,640 items from 3,907
commercial establishments and 1,509 rented residential
units from all governorates of the Sultanate of Oman. As
for PPI, the prices - related to four productive sectors:
manufacturing, mining and quarrying, electricity and
water- are collected on quarterly basis using a selected
sample of the various governorates.

Data Sources

- National Centre for Statistics and Information.

Main Results

¢ 1.0% was the annual inflation rate in Sultanate of
Oman in 2025, compared to 0.6% in 2024.

*  The Miscellaneous goods and services group recorded
the highest inflation rate in 2025, at 7.0%.

*  The increase in The Miscellaneous goods and services
group is mainly due to a 41.0% increase in the prices
of personal goods.

* The food and non-alcoholic beverages group
decreased by 0.2% in 2025 compared to the previous
year, because of a 7.2% decrease in vegetable prices

and a 0.3% decrease in fish prices.
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1.6% was the decrease recorded in PPI during 2025,
compared to an increase of 0.3% in 2024.

The decrease in PPI during 2025 was mainly due to
the decrease of mining and quarrying group prices by
0.3%. and the manufacturing group by 5.1%.

The decrease in manufacturing group during 2025
was mainly due to the decrease of Metal Products,
Machinery and Equipment prices by 4.2% compared
to the previous year.

7.2% was the increase in the prices of Electrical
Energy during 2025 compared to the previous year.

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Introduction

number of hospital beds, number of doctors and nurses and
other health indicators.

- Sultan Qaboos University Hospital (SQU Hospital).

Main Results

98 hospitals were operating in the Sultanate of Oman
in 2025, with an increase of four hospital compared to
the previous year.

More than a third (36.7%) of hospitals operating in
the Sultanate of Oman in 2025 belonged to the private
sector.

9.706 hospital beds available in 2025, with a rate of
16.4 beds per 10 thousand population.

11.2% was the increase of the total workforce in
the health sector in the Sultanate of Oman in 2025
compared to the previous year, reaching nearly 79.1
thousand workers.

5.6% was the increase in the number of doctors in the
Sultanate of Oman in 2025 compared to the previous
year, the rate of doctors per 10 thousand population
increased from 21.4 in 2024 to 22.6 in 2025.

4% was the increase in the total number of nursing
staff in the Sultanate of Oman in 2025 compared to
the previous year, the rate of nurses per 10 thousand
population decreased from 44.6 in 2024 to 46.3 in
2025.

1.3% was the decrease in the number of deaths
recorded in hospitals of the Ministry of Health in the
Sultanate of Oman in 2025, reaching 3.992 deaths
compared to 3.939 deaths in the previous year.

22% of the deaths recorded in the hospitals of the
Ministry of Health in the Sultanate of Oman in 2025
were due to circulatory system diseases, and 16.6%
were due to respiratory system diseases.

203 case was the total number of dengue cases reported
in 2025, compared to 1.694 case in the previous year.
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3.6% was the increase in the total number of viral
hepatitis cases reported in 2025, reaching 170 cases
compared to 164 cases in the previous year.

3.5 day was the average patient stay in 2025 in
Ministry of Health hospitals and the same rate in
previous year.

3.0 visits were the average number of outpatient visits
(per person) to the Ministry of Health hospitals in
2025 and the same rate in previous year.

113 new pharmacies had been operating in 2025
raising the total number of private pharmacies to
1.290.

* Al-Batinah North governorate had the largest
percentage of government schools in 2025/2026 by
19% of the total schools, followed by Muscat and
Ad Dakhliyah governorates by 14.7% and 12.9%
respectively.

*  3.5% was the increased in the total number of private
schools in the Sultanate of Oman during the academic
year 2025/2026 reaching 1217 schools, compared to
1176 schools in the previous year.

*  50.6% of schools in the Sultanate of Oman are
government schools, while private schools form about
47.4%

*  47international schools were operating in the Sultanate
of Oman in 2025/2026 with 66.2 thousand students, of
whom 65.8 thousand are expatriate students and 406
are Omani students, representing about 6.1% of pupils
in the Sultanate of Oman.

*  The tourism sector maintained its contribution rate
to Oman’s GDP at 2.7% during 2025, for the second
consecutive year.

e 4.0% was the increase in the direct value added of
the tourism sector in the Sultanate of Oman in 2025,
reaching RO 1.11 billion compared to about RO 1.06
billion in 2024.

*  Thetourism balance in the Sultanate of Oman recorded
a deficit of RO 830 million in 2025, increasing by RO
63 million compared to the deficit recorded in the
previous year.

e 4.0 million the number of inbound visitors to the
Sultanate of Oman in 2025 increasing by 69 thousand
compared with 3.9 million in the previous year.

*  Overnight visitors constituted 68.4% of the total
number of inbound visitors to the Sultanate of Oman
during 2025.

The total number of hotel guests in the Sultanate of
Oman increase by 16.6% during 2025 to reach 5.1
million guests, compared to 4.4 million guests during
2024.

42.0% of hotel guests in the Sultanate of Oman in
2025 were Omanis while Europeans formed about
22.1% of the total hotels’ guests.

19.3% was the increase in the total workers in the
hotel sector in 2025 reaching 4,605 workers compared
to the previous year which was 23,873 workers.

9,292 is the total number of Omanis working in the
hotel sector in 2025, with an increase of 1,606 workers
compared to the previous year, constituted 32.6% of
the total workers in the hotel sector.

22.3% was the increase in the total hotel’s revenues
in 2025 compared to the previous year, reaching RO
